In the classrooms, 
tunes of Mah Nishtana, Avadim Hayinu, 
and Echad Mi Yodaya fill the background 
with a Pesach-themed soundtrack, and 
in ukulele class, students are learning to 
play Pesach songs! Students of all ages 
spontaneously act out the story of Yetzias 
Mitzrayim together during recess, visibly 

demonstrating the unity and camaraderie 
that flows through our hallways. At Torah 
Academy, we are having a blast preparing 

for Pesach and are so excited for Pesach to 
finally arrive!
